Create this Jelly Roll Split Blade Dresden while learning the Modern Stitch-n-Flip method of piecing. This project is done 

using fat quarters or Jelly Roll Strips cut 2 1/2.  can be used for the blades, border and binding.  

Fabric needed and cutting- Note cutting is for using Fat Quarters that are approx 21" long. 

 Placement Colors Yardage Amount First Cut Sub-Cut 

A Block Background Light 1 Fat Quarter 2  Strip 6 1/2" 
wide 

Cut into 4 6 1/2" Squares 

B Side Setting Triangles Medium 1 Fat Quarter  1 Strip 8" wide Cut into 2 8 " squares 
Cut diagonally once

2 1/2" wide 

*Cut along selvage as crosswise will 
not be wide enough.
